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Third Annual Assembly

of the Croatian
Cartographic Society

The third Annual Assembly of the Croatian Cartographic
Society (CCS) was held on the 8th of April 2005, with the
beginning at 13:00 in the lecture room number 119 on the
first floor of the Faculty of Geodesy, Kaciceva 26, Zagreb.
Majority of members attended the Assembly. It was opened
and led by Prof. Dr. Miljenko Lapaine, the president of the
CCS. In the beginning, the president greeted all present.

After accepting the schedule, the president submitted
his report that follows in a short form.

In the year 2004 the greatest success of CCS was
the organization of the conference Cartography,
Geoinformation and New Technologies. The conference
lasted for three days. On the second day, the professional
part was held, i.e. lectures in which around 75 people
participated, and on the third day, a tour to Medvednica
was organised with around 60 people participating. More
details about that conference can be read in the
presentation by Ivka Kljaji¢ in this issue of the journal.

The CCS Chairmanship made an agreement that to
organise another conference of the same type this
autumn, with the main topic Geoinformation and
Cartography in Education. That is a current theme,
because new catalogues of knowledge for primary
schools are being made, and the educational system at
the universities is being reorganized. Colleagues from
neighbouring countries will be invited to the conference.

Furthermore, CCS participated at the conference
Croatian Naturalists 13 in the organization of Matrix
Croatica that was held in Gospi¢ in October 2004. CCS
set an exhibition there, Cartography of Lika, and after
the exhibition donated the exhibits to the Teachers’ School
of Professional Higher Education in Gospi¢. Bishop of
the Gospi¢-Senj diocese Dr. Mile Bogovi¢ visited the
exhibition, and especially liked the exhibited map of the
Senj-Modru$-Krbava diocese from 1814. CCS asked the
National and University Library for the permission to give
one copy of that map to the bishop. After the permission
was granted, the president of CCS M. Lapaine personally
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brought and gave a copy of the map to the bishop, on
Christmas Day, 2004.

The international cooperation, which began at the
Cartography, Geoinformation and New Technologies
conference, held in 2004, should continue. By the
international plan for the year 2005 CCS will participate at
the International Conference on the History of Cartography
in Hungary and at the International Cartographic
Conference in Spain. At the Conference in Spain, Croatia
will traditionally participate with papers, in poster exhibition,
map exhibition and exhibition of children drawings.

The publication of Kartografija i geoinformacije, the
society’s journal, has been successfully carried out so far.
The fourth issue is in preparation and will probably appear
in this autumn. The CCS Chairmanship arranged that the
Editor Board should be expanded with international
members, which should enhance the journal’s value.

The current state of the account and sponsorship will
enable publishing of the fourth issue of the journal. A
certain amount of funds is also expected from organizing
the conference, and an adequate amount is expected
from the Ministry of Science, Education and Sports for
support of the Society’s work, organizing the conference
and publishing the journal.

The third issue of the Kartografija i geoinformacije
journal was very positively presented in the Vijenac of
Matrix Croatica. All interested are invited to publish their
papers in our journal. The topic that surely lacks in the
journal is reviews of new maps.

Organisation of lectures, exhibitions, counselling and
cooperation with other societies are planned in the year

Nakon prihva¢anja dnevnoga reda, predsjednik je
podnio svoj izvjesta;.

U 2004. godini najveéi uspjeh HKD-a bila je
organizacija Savjetovanja Kartografija, geoinformacije i
nove tehnologije. Savjetovanje je trajalo tri dana. Drugi
dan se odrzavao struéni dio, tj. predavanja na kojima je
sudjelovalo oko 75 osoba, a treci dan organiziran je izlet
na Medvednicu na kojem je bilo oko 60 osoba. Detaljnije

Nacelni je dogovor PredsjedniStva da se i ove jeseni
organizira sli¢an skup s temom Geoinformacije i
kartografija u obrazovanju. To je aktualna tema jer se
rade katalozi znanja za osnovnu i srednju 8kolu, a
reorganizira se i nastava na fakultetima. Na savjetovanje
bi se pozvalo i kolege iz susjednih zemalja.

Osim toga HKD je sudjelovalo na savjetovanju
Hrvatski prirdoslovei 13 u organizaciji Matice hrvatske
§to je odrzano u Gospicu u listopadu 2004. Tamo je HKD
postavio izloZbu Kartografija Like, a izloSke nakon izloZbe
ostavilo na poklon Visoj u€iteljskoj Skoli u Gospicu. Biskup
gospicko-senjski dr. Mile Bogovi¢ posjetio je izlozbu, a
posebno mu se svidjela izloZzena karta senjsko-modrusko-
krbavske biskupije iz 1814. godine. HKD je od Nacionalne
i sveuciliSne knjiZice zatraZio dozvolu da jednu kopiju te
karte pokloni biskupu. Nakon dobivene dozvole, pred-
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sjednik HKD-a, M. Lapaine osobno je kopiju te karte odnio
i poklonio biskupu za BoZi¢ 2004. godine.

Medunarodna suradnja zapo&eta na savjetovanju
Kartografija, geoinformacije i nove tehnologije trebala bi
se nastaviti. Na medunarodnom planu 2005. godine HKD
e sudjelovati na Medunarodnoj konferenciji o povijesti
kartografije u Madarskoj i na Medunarodnoj kartografskoj
konferenciji u Spanjolskoj. Na konferenciji u Spanjolskoj
Hrvatska ée tradicionalno sudjelovati s referatima, na
izloZbi postera, izloZbi karata i na izloZbi dje¢jih crteza.

Objavljivanje ¢asopisa je do sada uspje$no obavljano.
Cetvrti broj je u pripremi i vjerojatno ¢e se pojaviti na
jesen u istom obliku kao i do sada. Predsjedistvo se
dogovorilo da se Urednicki odbor pro8iri ¢lanovima iz
inozemstva Cime ¢e asopis dobiti na vrijednosti.

Trenutno stanje na raCunu i sponzoriranje omogucit
¢e izdavanje 4. broja ¢asopisa. O¢ekuje se odredeni
prihod i od savjetovanja, a odgovarajuci iznos o€ekuje
se od Ministarstva znanosti, obrazovanja i Sporta za
potporu rada drustva, savjetovanje i asopis.

Treci broj Casopisa Kartografija i geoinformacije vrlo
je pozitivno prikazan u Vijencu Matice hrvatske. Svi
zainteresirani pozvani su da svoje radove objave u
Casopisu. Ono Sto svakako nedostaje su prikazi novih
karata.

U 2005. godini planira se organiziranje predavanja,
izlozbi, savjetovanja i suradnja s drugim drustvima. Sve
