THE NOVAK COLLECTION. Mappae
Croaticae in the National and University
Library Collection of Maps and Atlases
(ZBIRKA NOVAK. Mappae Croaticae u
Zbirci zemljovida i atlasa NSK) by Dub-
ravka Mlinari¢ and Mira Mileti¢ Drder
was published in Croatian at the end
of 2017 and launched officially on 28
February 2018 at the National and
University Library (NUL). The pub-
lisher was the Library, with the sup-
port of the Ministry of Culture and
Ministry of Science and Education of
the Republic of Croatia. The book is
319 pages long and is an original
scholarly work which presents for the
first time one of the most important
cartographic collections in Croatia.
The authors are top experts and sci-
entists in the history of cartography
and nobody knows the Novak Collec-
tion better than they do (apart from
its owner and author, the late Dr.
Drago Novak). Many years of work,
some with him during his lifetime, lie
behind this edition.

The book presents the Novak Col-
lection, consisting of old maps of the
Croatian lands from the 16th to 20th
centuries, with the features and signi-
ficance of the maps in the context of
the wider and European cartography
of the time. The collection was donated
by its owner, the collector Dr. Drago
Novak, to the NUL Library Collection of
Maps and Atlases in 2012. The material
which had already been processed, ac-
cording to data from 1999, included
425 individual examples of manuscript
maps, maritime charts, isolarii, town
plans and panoramas, battle plans, and
atlases. The two authors are both cur-
ators of the Collection, and worked on
it for many years with Dr. Novak, and
afterward with other associates, cata-
loguing most of the items which are
housed today in the NUL. It should be
stressed that the Novak Collection, an
exceptional cultural and scientific
treasure, is also accessible today as part
of the cartographic material in the
NUL’s Digital Collection.

The book consists of two main
parts. In the introduction to the first
part, the reader is introduced to the
owner and author of the Collection,
Dr. Drago Novak, his vision as a col-
lector, and the reasons for this collec-
tion, which has a special character
and acquisition criteria. Features are
emphasised which are vitally import-
ant to an understanding of the na-
tional significance of the Collection.
The basic criterion for selecting maps
was that they should show at least
part of the Croatian lands, whether
sovereign territory or under the rule
or administration of the regional
great powers; in other words, the
Croatian area in the widest sense, in
whole or part. Another criterion was
to present diverse types of carto-

graphic representation of the area
from the perspectives of different
cartographic schools and traditions,
over a period ranging from the 16th to
the 20th century. The collector’s vis-
ion was to represent the most im-
portant issues in Croatian history and
cartography. His selections and ac-
quisitions were based on respect for
diversity and differences in depictions
and perspectives in the wider
European context. The book shows
this by analysing most of the carto-
graphic items in the Collection and
highlighting its importance in re-
searching many representative types
of map contents, whether political,
social, cultural, symbolic, or other.

The next chapter presents the
processed part of the cartographic
contents of the Novak Collection in
the theoretical context of general and
European cartography from the 16th
to 20th century. With skill and de-
tailed knowledge of the extensive lit-
erary contents, the author takes us
through various topics related to old
maps, including classical, traditional
approaches, and new, postmodern
views, understandings and interpret-
ations. This is an important step for-
ward in relation to existing literature
on the history of cartography. It pays
special attention to cartography from
the Croatian lands and Croatian car-
tography, and the place of the Novak
Collection in the cartography of the
area and age.

The second part of the book is the
Catalogue of the Novak Collection.
The material was selected by Mira
Mileti¢ Drder and Dubravka Mlinari¢,
and processed by Nikolina Gosljevi¢
and expert associates Vesna Vlasi¢-
Juri¢ and Maja Karié. The Catalogue
contains 329 maps, 62 atlases and 88

Krajem 2017. godine objavljena je
te 28. veljade 2018. i promovirana, u
Nacionalnoj i sveucilinoj knjiZnici,
knjiga autorica Dubravke Mlinari¢ i
Mire Mileti¢ Drder: ZBIRKA NOVAK.
Mappae Croaticae u Zbirci zemljovida i
atlasa NSK. Knjiga je izdana u nakladi
Nacionalne i sveucili$ne knjiznice uz
potporu Ministarstva kulture Repu-
blike Hrvatske i Ministrarstva zna-
nosti i obrazovanja Republike
Hrvatske. Knjiga opsega 319 stranica
na hrvatskom jeziku originalno je
znanstveno djelo koje po prvi puta
javnosti prikazuje jednu od svakako
najvaznijih kartografskih zbirki hr-
vatskih zemalja. Autorice su vrsne
stru¢njakinje i znanstvenice u podru-
gu povijesti kartografije, a boljih
poznavatelja Zbirke Novak, osim nje-
zina vlasnika i autora, pok. dr. Drage
Novaka, doista nema. Iza njih je, za-
jedno dr. Novakom za njegova Zivota,
dugi niz godina rada na Zbirci.

Knjiga daje prikaz Zbirke Novak -
zbirke starih karata hrvatskih zemalja
od 16. do 20. stoljeca, njezin karakter i
znalenje karata u kontekstu opée i
europske kartografije toga doba.
Zbirka starih karata hrvatskih zemalja
kolekcionara i autora dr. Drage Nova-
ka, donacijom je samoga vlasnika
2012. godine dospjela u Zbirku zem-
ljovida i atlasa NSK. Njezin obradeni
dio, prema podacima iz 1999. obu-
hvacao je 425 pojedinacnih primjera-
ka preglednih rukopisnih karata,
pomorskih karata, izolara, planova i
veduta gradova, planova bitaka i atla-
sa. Autorice su, obje kustosice Zbirke,
temeljem dugogodi$njeg rada na
Zbirci zajedno s njezinim vlasnikom,
dr. Dragom Novakom za njegova Zi-
vota, te kasnije i samostalno sa surad-
nicama, obradile i kategorizirale
L

najveli dio primjeraka, koji se danas
nalaze u NSK. Ovdje svakako valja is-
taknuti da je Zbirka Novak danas dos-
tupna i u sklopu digitalne kartograf-
ske grade Digitalnih zbirki NSK, $to
dodatno javnosti otvara ovo dobro iz-
nimne kulturne i znanstvene vrijed-
nosti.

Knjiga je koncipirana u dva os-
novna dijela. U uvodnom dijelu prvog
dijela Dubravka Mlinari¢ piSe o vlas-
niku i autoru Zbirke Novak, dr. Dragi
Novaku, o njegovoj kolekcionarskoj
viziji i razlozima nastanka zbirke,
njezinom karakteru i kriterijima ak-
vizicije kartografskih — primjeraka.
Autorica je pri tome jasno istaknula
ono $to je sustinsko vazno za naci-
onalni znalaj zbirke i za njezino razu-
mijevanje. Naime, temeljni kriterij za
odabir karte je bio da ona prikazuje
barem dio hrvatskih zemalja, bilo da
su ti prostori zadrzali vlasititi suvere-
nitet ili su kroz dugu povijest bivali
pripojeni jednoj od velikih sila, dakle
da prikazuju hrvatski prostor u nasi-
rem smislu, u gjelini ili djelomi¢no.
Jedan od kriterija bio je da one pred-
stavljaju i razli¢ite obrasce kartograf-
skog predolavanja prostora iz
perspektive razli¢itih kartografskih
skola i tradicija u vremenskom raspo-
nu od 16. do 20. stolje¢a. Naime, auto-
rova vizija zbirke bila je da ona
reprezentira najvazija problemska
pitanja hrvatske povijesti, ali i karto-
grafije. Stoga je selekciju i akviziciju
karata temeljio na postivanju razno-
likosti i razli¢itosti prikaza i perspek-
tiva u Sirem europskom kontekstu.
Analiza najveeg dijela kartografskih
primjeraka Zbirke to je sasvim jasno
pokazala, a autorica je istodobno jasno
ukazala na iznimnu vrijednost te
Zbirke u istraZivanjima mnogostrukih

reprezentacijskih sadrZaja karte; od
politickih,  drustvenih,  kulturnih,
simboli¢nih i ostalih znaCenjskih sa-
drZaja prostora i vremena koje Zbirka
dokumentira.

Knjiga pruZa uvid u istraZivacke
interese utemeljitelja kartografske
Zbirke Novak, dr. Drage Novaka,

a istodobno je izbor reprezentativnih
primjeraka starih karata iz Zbirke, koja

je posmrtno, sukladno Zeljama
utemeljitelja, krajem 2012. godine

darovana Nacionalnoj i sveuciliSnoj
knjiznici u Zagrebu, odnosno Zbirci
zemljovida i atlasa.

U nastavku prvog dijela autorica
prikazuje dio obradene kartografske
grade Zbirke Novak u teorijskom
kontekstu opée i europske kartogra-
fije od 16. do 20. stolje¢a. Spretno i s
lako¢om, dobro poznajuéi opseznu li-
terarnu gradu, vodi nas kroz razlicite
diskurse starih karata, doti¢uéi se
klasi¢nih tradicionalnih pristupa, ali i
novih postmodernih pogleda, shva-
¢anja i tumacenja starih karata, Sto
¢ini posebno vrijedan iskorak s obzi-
rom na postojeéu literaturu iz podru-
ga povijesti kartografije. Posebnu
paznju posvecuje pitanju kartografije
(s) hrvatskih prostora i hrvatske kar-
tografije, te mjestu Zbirke Novak u
kartografiji toga prostora i vremena.

Drugi dio knjige ¢ini Katalog Zbir-
ke Novak. Odabir grade su ucinile Mi-
ra Mileti¢ Drder i Dubravka Mlinari¢,
u obradi grade sudjelovala je i Nikoli-
na Gosljevi¢ uz stru¢ne suradnice
Vesnu Vlasi¢-Juri¢ i Maju Karié. Kata-
log obuhvacda 329 karata, 62 atlasa i 83
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books. The principles and methods of
inventory-making are presented first,
and the selection of materials is ar-
ranged by century from the 16th to
20th century. Each map or picture is
shown in facsimile with its call num-
ber and description. At the end, there
is a list of the maps, graphics and at-
lases by author, title and call number
(chronological order) also arranged
by century, a list of the facsimiles, a
list of the books, and finally an alpha-
betical index of authors, call number
abbreviations and proper names.

The Novak Collection has so far
been presented in part to the Croatian
and international public by Dr. Drago
Novak, and through scientific and
expert articles by his associates at sci-
entific conferences and meetings.
However, this is the first publication in
which a comprehensive analysis and
full depiction of the historical-social
context of the Collection is presented,
processed and catalogued. Since the
Novak Collection is one of only a very
few, truly significant, valuable Croatian
cartographic collections, this project is

very important in order to preserve
and affirm it, and is also of great im-
portance to Croatian national cultural
and scientific heritage. The authors
are renowned experts and scientists
in the area of the history of carto-
graphy and are also curators of the
Novak Collection, and have dealt with
the material in a thoroughly professi-
onal way, analysing and describing it.
This book is a huge undertaking in the
preservation of cultural heritage and
undoubtedly of enormous significan-
ce to Croatian science and culture.

The book Digital Terrain Modelling
by Ante Siljeg, Mirko Barada and Ivan
Mari¢ was created as synthesis of Dr.
Ante Siljeg’s PhD thesis titled DEM in
the Analysis of Geomorphometric Para-
meters: Example of Vransko Lake Nature
Park written at the Faculty of Science,
Department of Geography, University
of Zagreb, and the diploma thesis by
Mirko Barada, Master of Geography
titled The Impact of User-defined Para-
meters on the Accuracy of the EDM pub-
lished at the Department of
Geography, University of Zadar. The
book was published by ALFA d.d.
Zagreb and University of Zadar, the
editor is Marko Labus. The book pub-
lished in 2018 contains 264 pages with
181 pictures and 53 tables. The book is
written in Croatian, B5 format, it is
hardbound and is marked by ISBN
978-953-297-857-5. It was reviewed by
Prof. Dr. Mirko Borisov, Prof. Dr.
Mladen Jurisi¢, Assist. Prof. Dr. Gojko
Nikoli¢, Prof, Dr. SnjeZana Musa and
Prof. Dr. Sanja LoziC.

The entire process of digital
terrain modelling is presented with
special emphasis on the significance
of interpolation and spatial resolu-
tion.

In the third chapter, Digital Terrain
Modelling - The Theoretical Framework,
the theoretical basis is given and
various phases of digital terrain mod-
elling are interpreted. Special em-
phasis is put on three basic
user-defined parameters, i.e. methods
of collecting altitude data, spatial
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naslova knjiga. Na pocetku su prika-
zana primijenjena nacela i metoda
inventarizacije, a izbor grade je podi-
jeljen po stoljed¢ima, od 16. do 20. sto-
lje¢a.

Zbirku Novak dosada su djelomice
predstavljali hrvatskoj i medunarod-
noj javnosti njezin autor dr. Drago
Novak, ali i njegovih suradnici na
znanstvenim skupovima i sastancima
i kroz znanstvene i stru¢ne tekstove.
Medutim, tako cjelovita analiza i cje-
loviti povijesno-drustveni kontekst
Zbirke Novak, te njezina obrada i ka-
talogizacija po prvi je puta objavljena.
Kako je Zbirka Novak jedna od malo-
